The differences between Sweden and Germany:

Our program is titled “Come her- Compare”. I compared the life of young people in Sweden with the life in Germany.
There are many differences of Swedish and German Schools. 

The pupils in Sweden have to clean up the school of themselves in contrast of the German pupils who don’t care.
The Swedish school is sponsored by someone (exactly I don’t know by whom) they have more money at disposal. So they can use the money for the equipment of the school e.g. they have a special card provided by the school with which they can pay their lunch in certain restaurants.
The Swedish schools are similar to the American schools; they have their native flag and lockers. They have a large cafeteria where they can relax and have lunch and can watch TV.
One of the main aspects of education is the training of discipline. That’s the reason why they go “military camping” 4 times a year.

The teachers and the pupils are very familiar. The pupils address the teachers by their first names. We have to call the teachers by their family names. The pupils are helping one another. They don’t annoy each other. That was amazing.
Another important item is that the metro is very different. The Berlin metro is very confusing but the Swedish metro is neat and safe. In every metro station are 2 security workers who look out for troublemakers.
Not only the metro is safe. In the streets of Stockholm, there is no fighting of gangs or someone else. Nobody tries to bother you. The people in Stockholm are very friendly and helpful.

The Swedish law is similar to the German. It’s illegal to buy cigarettes when you’re under 18 but you are tolerated to smoke. The alcohol law is a little bit harder. Alcohol is forbidden under 21. If the police catches you they throw the alcohol away in front of you’re eyes and you are fined.
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
