What it is like to be young in Sweden, Germany and Spain.
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There are very many differences between the three countries, but also many things that are similar. From the beginning young people are very much the same in attitude and temperament for example in Sweden the curse words are Fan or Jävlar and in Germany Scheisse and last but not least in Span you use Zora or Guara, all the words have similar meaning but the spelling is different because of the different languages.
Some of the things that are quite the same are age for voting, age for buying alcoholic bevereges/cigarettes and the hours you spend in school. But there are also things that are quite different between the youth culture in the countries such as times you eat during the day, what age you begin your education or even something as simple as the price on your movie-ticket, in Sweden a ticket for a movie costs 11 Euro, in Germany 6.8 Euro and in Spain a ticket costs 7 Euro.

The Spanish people have their paella and the German people have potatoes and sauerkraut and also different kinds of sausages. In Sweden we have mashed potatoes, meatballs, brown-sause and jam of lingonberries. Something that is exactly the same is that every student that was in this program has bought furniture from the Swedish company IKEA.

Even though the languages are different the phrases for saying Hello are almost exactly the same in the three countries, in Spain you say Hola, in Germany you say Hallo and in Sweden you say Hej.  
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
