22 % of the Swedish population are immigrants
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Last week a group of Swedish people came to Vilafranca and we interviewed them. We noticed that five students of the total (9), were immigrants and we thought that we could ask them some questions about immigration in Sweden. We discovered that in Sweden there is a lot of immigration: 2 millions out of the 9 millions of inhabitants are immigrants.

Most of them are from Arabic countries, but some of them are from Turkey or South America .

The relation  between Swedish people and immigrants is good, but they have many problems to legalize their documentation.

Most of them get easily adapted to the country, living quite happily, although there is a minority that generates some problems.

In Sweden, there are many resources used in immigration, they help them in their integration process within the society, they facilitate accommodation until they have enough resources to live their own life.
