At the end of the 60`s, small groups of young new Yorkers started to paint and write their tags on the walls of the station or underground. These people come mostly from marginal areas of the Big Apple. Graffiti are a proof to show their existence.

But this once doesn’t mean anything: The statement, I am, I’m here and pay attention to me.
