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Six students from the Productive Learning Institute “Rodolf Llorens i Jordana” (IDAP) from Vilafranca’s Town Hall, accompanied by an educator, have visited the Secondary School Gustave Eiffel Oberschule in Berlin to report and analyse their activity in the EU project “Mirror Web Site”.
