-          The family and other social agents in the education of immigrant teens: coordinative tools.

-          The future of Productive Learning: the future of  INEPS 
-          Productive Learning Platforms in High Schools

-          Realization of a CD and planification of a book about projects and INEPS educative centres.

 

The Congress opened with the conference “ Global development and cultural learning” by the pedagogue Marta Mata, which was followed by other conferences like “Education and Multiculturalism in the XXI th Century”, by the north American educator Alan Schulman; and “Cultural and Intercultural Education of the Productive Learning”, by Ingrid Böhm, director of the Productive Learning Institute in Europe – IPLE in Berlin.

 

In the Congress, international projects and other parallel activities in the INEPS Net could be known. In this context, the director of IDAP offered the attendants a workshop for the diffusion of the Mirror Web Site project that she coordinates.
