1. What are you learning in this school?

 The students come to this school to try to get better marks to be able to enter to the high school that they want. Moreover, as the students do practice in the different workshops of the Ammattioppilaitos Vocational School or in enterprises outside the centre,  this helps them to decide what they really want to be from the professional point of view.

 

2. Which subjects do you study in the school?

 The centre offers all the subjects that there are in the ninth course of the comprehensive school, but the students don't have to do all of them, that depends on the subjects they need to improve. 
 

3. Which kind of practical training are you doing in or outside the school?

 I'm not doing practical training outside the school, but I could do them if I wanted to. All of us are doing the different workshops in the School: cooking, cleaning, car preparing, working with metal, electricity, working with wood, multimedia, handcraft….

When we are the full group (20), usually some of us are going to the workshops while the others work the academicals subjects with  Jussi or  Juha.

When we finish the curs we get a diploma with the official marks that will allow us to enter to the High School.
