The last 27th of May I had the opportunity to assist to the presentation of the photographic exposition World Press Photo 2004 in Berlin.

I lament can not  translate all the people’s speeches, two photographers and the director of the magazine organizator,  but I know they speak about the truthfulness of the photography over to write input, and they announced that they will do a campaign of diffusion with the purpose of this reality in paper could arrive to everybody-. The photographies reflect the reality of this world, our world, which unfortunately, so many often this reality means war, illness and desperation. I could see, for example, the calamity of AIDS in Xina, where many villages have affected a 40 % of whole population, without distinction of sex or ages. Images of the wall that Israel is building in Palestinian territory , dividing faiths and provoquing the growth of the discord in  two sides. It was too necessary in this exposition the images of north American genocide in Iraq, where millions of persons have passed of one bad regimen to another worse, without to choice to decide themselves, only suffering the oppression and the barbarity of the power. Images also of mutilated people from Sierra Leona, black skin injured for the white avarice of precious stones. The list of calamities in photography paper can be longer, but I  prefer to leave you with the example which has been  the  photo- start  of the exposition of 2004, a photo of the photographer Jean-Marc Boujou, from France, which shows us an imprisoned Iraquian mother protecting his four children of for years old  in a American concentration camp for prisoners of war near Najaf, in Iraq.
