Terror before and after the Wall

It’s incredible to think that foreign people dare to govern a country, how strength rules over the most basic rights of self-management and independence of a town. When the Second World War finished (May 1945), Germany was the centre of all hates as a result of its insulting behaviour and its inhuman and racist system. The winners, the USA, Great Britain, France and the Soviet Union distributed the country themselves, diving it into two great parts: the Democratic Germany (Western Germany) and the Communist Germany (Eastern Germany). Truman, Churchill, De Gaulle and Stalin were the fathers of it and of the famous “Iron curtain”.
 

In June 1948, the communists decided to close frontiers around Eastern Germany, situation that lasted almost an year. In summer 1952, the frontiers of both parts were definitely closed. Berlin was the only “free” region; but, in short, it was also divided by occupational forces who decided how to rule and who had to rule the four resultant subdivisions.
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Germans began to manifest their disconformities in less than 10 years. They began to rebel and they wanted  to cross to the other side. The Western was forced to work in farms by the English; and the Eastern revolted because of the lack of freedom of expression and mobility. Being afraid of losing their workers and seeing how the most important muscovite central escaped, Nikita Khrushchev ordered the construction of the Wall, giving the reason that it was an anti-fascism protection. That happened on 13th august, 1961. the governing estate ordered to built it. Soon, in order to escape, people  started to dig tunnels, which were closed by occupational forces once they were discovered.

 

Five verifying doors were opened to allow tourist, diplomats and militaries to go along; at the same time as an emblematic door was closed, Brandenburg Door.
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In August, they blocked trains and telephone lines between both parts. That meant the total division of the city had arrived and people from both sides received strict orders of not to cross the wall. 60,000 people had to leave their jobson the other side and millions of them lost contact with their families and friends.

 

The wall was 166 Km long and 4 m. wide. All the buildings, private or public, around it were destroyed and big control stations were built to avoid possible escapes. It was protected by 40m of grass and sand to see the footprints, a grave and different arms ready to shoot. Adventurers who crossed it found acoustic and optical [image: image3.jpg]


signs and a ‘No man’s land’ sign and even a second wall.

 

In the Eastern, the wall was called “Wall of Peace”, which was not very suitable.

The Wall lasted for 28 years. More than 5,000 people tried to escape and for that reason hundreds of them fell in the grave, were captured by the guards or the dogs…

 

In 1963, the democrat Kennedy visited Berlin and he said, “I’m from Berlin”, claiming the destruction of the Wall. But, he wasn’t successful. In 1987, another North-American, Ronald Reagan, in front of Brandenburg Door, asked Gorbachov, the communist responsible, for the destruction of the wall. Surprisingly, on 9th November 1989, he announced that the doors could be opened for private travellers. That first step allowed people to go from one side to the other and others started to destroy the Wall and to throw bonfires. At the end of December 1989, the Wall fell down and Brandenburg Door was opened again.

 

On 1st July 1990, Germany was again a unique state.

 

This is the way how the history of the most famous Wall ends. The end of a wall which was able to break freedom by physical strength, to kill for the enrichment of some dictators, to delimit territories that never were theirs…

 
Unfortunately, history repeats itself and continually other walls are raised to separate humans.
