The Globe Arena: a place for big events!
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During our stay in Stockholm we went to visit The Globe Arena, one of the more emblematic Swedish buildings. Its special shape gives an optimum vision of the stadium to all the visitors, this is because in fact, it's said that the Globe was built from the spectator point of view.  

The Globe was inaugurated in 1989, just in time to host the world championship in ice hockey. 

Very different sport activities have been held in this place since then (e.g. gymnastics, handball and even horse races!!! In fact, the International Horse Show is one of the most important events that takes place in this building year after year).

 

But the Globe is also a good place for very different kind of meetings; to give some examples, Pope John Paul II went there in 1989 when he wanted to meet the Catholics in Sweden, The Dalai Lama explained his philosophy in the same place, and Nelson Mandela gave his first speech outside South Africa after being freed.

 

Moreover, The Globe hosted the Eurovision’s event in 2000; During our visit, we could also visit the garage where the participants waited to be informed of their score (Spain finished in the 18th place).
